Dog-Friendly Activities Proposed

OR MANY YEARS THE CLUB has had a total ban on activities that include dogs

(apart from skijoring where a cross-country skier is pulled by a dog). Many dog
-owning members have asked that this policy be changed to allow separate dog-
friendly activities. In response, the Board appointed an Ad Hoc Committee to study
the question of adding dog-friendly events to the Obsidian calendar. Benefits to the
club could include appealing to nonmembers with dogs and current members who
would like to meet others with dogs. Any activity that includes dogs will be so ad-
vertised and dogs will not be permitted on any other activities.

At this time, the committee has drafted proposed guidelines for such activities
and these are outlined below.

1. All canine activities will be clearly advertised as dog-friendly. Participants do
not have to have a dog to sign up.

2. Participants must follow leave no trace guidelines and pick up all dog waste and
carry it out.

3. Leaders are responsible for verifying rules and regula-
tions governing dogs on trails and in other areas before
leading an activity, and for ensuring compliance by all
participants.

4. Dogs must be leashed in all areas and trails where so
required by regulations.

5. Leaders will thoroughly screen owners about their pets
beforehand and deny participation to any if so warrant-
ed. To do this screening, the trip sheet will not list a
meeting place but ask that potential participants call the
leader for details.

6. Dogs must be socialized, well-behaved with people and
other dogs, leash-trained, and male dogs must be neu-
tered. Owners of female dogs that are in heat should not
bring them to activities. The leader will have authority
to ask owners of barking and/or aggressive dogs to leave
the activity.

Owners must carry sufficient water for their dogs.

8. Participants are limited to two dogs each; the total num-
ber of dogs per activity is limited to six except for such
activities as beach romps or visits to the dog park.

9. Participants will meet 15-20 minutes before departure
time to make sure the dogs will get on with each other.
Carpooling can then be organized to ensure dog passen-
gers are compatible.

10. Hikes and other activities will be organized away from
popular areas (i.e., Mt. Pisgah, Ridgeline Trail, Good-
man Creek and other mountain-biking trails).

11. Participants will be required to sign waivers that include
the statement that participation on the activity is at the
owner’s risk.

12. Carpooling costs will be regular Obsidian mileage
charge for humans and $2 per dog.

The Ad Hoc Committee will hold an informational ses-
sion allowing for members’ questions and answers prior to
the February Board meeting on Wednesday, February 1. It
will be held at the Obsidian Lodge at 5 pm.

The Committee welcomes comments and suggestions
from members prior to the meeting. Such comments will not
be answered individually, but will be compiled and consid-
ered at the meeting. Comments can be sent to Chris Stock-
dale, committee chair at happyhiker2010@hotmail.com
Members with comments, questions or concerns should also
plan to attend the informational session.

If the Board believes after this informational session that
there is enough support for these dog-friendly activities, it
will permit the Committee to conduct a three-month trial
period during which activities such as hikes, beach romps,
dog park visits, etc. will be held. At the end of that trial pe-
riod, a final decision on allowing dog-friendly activities will
be made by the Board.

HILE TREES WERE CRASHING DOWN around our house

during the mid-December ice storm, I knew that the
Obsidian Lodge and grounds were probably getting ham-
mered too. In short order I received an email from a Lodge
neighbor saying she could see many downed trees around the
Obsidian property. I was not able to get to the Lodge until a
couple days later when I was joined by Dave Cooper and
Rick Ahrens to remove a tree that had fallen on the fence of
our uph111 nerghbor and clear the main drlve 1nto the Lodge

The good news was that the Lodge and our new storage
building were untouched and the overhead electrical line into
the Lodge had not been knocked down, although the power
was out. | was pleased that our work over the last several
years to get the taller trees removed from near the Lodge,
storage bulldlng, and power line had paid off.

The grounds elsewhere were a disaster, with downed trees
and limbs all over the place. All our drives were blocked.
Eight large oak trees and a large cedar were down, several
with the root ball turned up. Dozens of large downed branch-
es were scattered about and several dangerous branches were
left hanging in the trees. Unbelievably, even though trees and
branches had fallen all around and by our parking lot lights,
not a single parking light got dinged!

The real cleanup did not start until the danger subsided
with the heavy ice melted out of the trees, and trees and

branches no longer falling—almost a week after the initial
storm. Dave Cooper, Larry Dunlap, Ron Robertson of the

Scorpions, Jim Whitfield, and I showed up with three chain-
saws. Four hours later all the drlves were cleared, downed

trees cut into rounds, and remaining branches and debris
stacked for later removal. One large leaner that was beyond
our abilities to get down remained as well as a couple of
hangers that we couldn’t pull down. I have calls in to several
tree services for help but have yet to get a call back—I am
sure they are swamped.

Two weeks after the initial storm Dave Cooper, Janet Ja-
cobsen, Ken Kodama, Joanne Ledet, Greg Milliman, Jim
Northrop, and Jim Whitfield helped me start removing all the
rounds, branches and debris that had been stacked up. Four
hours of back breaking work later, about 80% of the major
stuff had been removed and rounds stacked for firewood. As I
write this on the last day of the year it looks like one more
big work party will ish the cleanup

Unfortunately, many of the oaks that came down had just
been given some breathing room last summer when we re-
moved all the dead Douglas firs that were overshadowing
them. The oaks may have been made more vulnerable to the
heavy ice by opening them up. We may need to do some re-
planting of oaks.

Thanks to all those that have helped with working to get
our Obsidian grounds back in shape.

Natural History Museum Reopening

THIS WEEKEND WAS THE GRAND RE-OPENING of the UO’s
Museum of Natural and Cultural History wing: Oregon—
Where Past is Present. This cultural section has undergone a
half-million dollar restoration of 11 months to better tell the
story of the first Americans, from Paisley Caves to the dy-
namic cultures of today’s tribes. Our group met late that
morning for coffee before walking across campus to the mu-
seum. We searched briefly but unsuccessfully for the ‘moon
tree’ just south of the EMU. (It is actually on the north side
of the EMU). The tree was grown from one of 500 seeds that
accompanied Apollo 14 in 1971 on its journey around the
moon. Locating this tree will have to be another trip. We ar-
rived at the museum just a few minutes after they opened.
Admission was free because of the grand re-opening. The
professional display about the Paisley Caves includes the
type of research involved in determining the age of materials
found at the site. Overall the renovation nicely weaves to-
gether original displays with newer exhibits in helping to
showcase 14,000 years of Oregon stories.

Finding Waldo - U of O Archives
November 7, 2016

ON THIS SUNNY DAY IN NOVEMBER, our small group of Ob-
sidians spent several hours with the original writings, jour-
nals, and photographs of a true champion of nature. If the
Obsidians ever have a patron saint, it will likely be Judge
John B. Waldo. Waldo was an ardent conservationist who
has been referred to as the west’s David Thoreau and even
Oregon’s John Muir. Waldo was known for venturing into
the Cascades, often spending months at a time recording his
findings about this dynamic and vibrant landscape. In the
mid-1880s he envisioned a protected band of land along the
crest of the Oregon Cascade Range that ran the entire length
of the state. This goal became his personal mission. Over the
years, Waldo worked as an explorer, legislator, and chief
justice on the Oregon Supreme Court, all the time helping to
preserve the Cascades. He also worked closely with his
friend, William Steel, to protect Crater Lake and lobbied for
it to become a national park. Today, we can experience his
legacy in the protected lands and open spaces of the Cas-
cades from Mount Hood south to the border with California.
In the middle of this grand monument are the deep and pris-
tine waters of Waldo Lake, named in his honor. Curiously,
little is written about Waldo. The judge was a philosophical
and reflective person who did not directly seek publicity.
Possibly this muted message is part of his larger voice —
appreciating the beauty of Oregon is best experienced in the
moment by hiking on the trails, exploring in the mountains,
traveling in the wilderness, and experiencing the, as he
wrote, “untrammeled nature and the free air.” Discover
Waldo’s story for yourself. The UO Archives are free to use
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in the Paulson Reading Room at the Knight Library. Mem-
bers: Steve Adey, Margaret Essenberg, Mark Hougardy, Janet
Jacobsen, David Lodeesen, Pat Soussan.
